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SUMMARY

In spite of the scarceness of sources regarding the life and the political
activities of Themistocles, there is evidence construing his ambition to promote
athenian insterests in the west.

However, athenian military intervention or diplomatic relations with the
West during the time of Themistocles cannot be established.
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
